· Arctic Observing Summit (AOS): A biennial summit that aims to provide community-driven, science-based guidance for the design, implementation, coordination and sustained long-term operation of an international network of Arctic observing systems. AOS should be the outreach platform for SAON, its networks and Committees

· Participation in relevant meetings (Arctic Circle, ASSW, European Polar Board, GEO (GEOCRI, Plenary), WMO (CBS IPET-OSDE, EC-PHORS, GCW) 
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
